Bonnie Spindler is actively involved in a host of local charitable groups, business 
associations, and neighborhood and grassroots organizations working to make 
the Bay Area a better place to live and work. Among these she supports are: 
 
Nextcourse  – Local food and nutrition initiative launched by a group of Bay Area 
chefs, restaurateurs, farmers and food justice activists trying to make a 
sustainable difference in the community. The program offers food education, 
preparation and nutrition courses in local schools and jails. It also serves to 
educate individual and institutional childcare providers in an effort to overcome 
the acute food crisis in low-income neighborhoods.  
 
San Francisco Philharmonia Baroque Orchestra, Gala Fundraising 
Committee  – Dedicated to historically informed performance of Baroque, 
Classical and early Romantic music on original instruments since 1981. 
 
San Francisco Historical Architectural Society  – Encourages appreciation of 
the built environment and understanding of the value of preserving significant 
San Francisco architecture.  
 
Victorian Alliance  – A nonprofit organization committed to the preservation and 
restoration of Victorian and other historic structures, particularly within the city of 
San Francisco. The group began in 1972 by a group of private citizens alarmed 
by the growing demolition of entire neighborhoods of the City's Victorian heritage.  

San Francisco Chamber of Commerce  – Founded in 1850, The Chamber is a 
nonprofit organization with 2,200 Bay Area member businesses representing 
every industry and size, from the smaller micro-business to mid-size firms and 
the largest multinational corporations. 

Alamo Square Neighborhood Association  – The nonprofit architectural 
preservation advocacy, especially in the Alamo Square Historic District, works 
with property owners, developers and city agencies to ensure that projects are 
sensitive to the neighborhood in terms of traffic, density, architecture and quality 
of life issues. 

North of Panhandle Neighborhood Association  – Located in the geographical 
center of San Francisco, the North of Panhandle neighborhood is a diverse 
community of over 3500 households. NOPNA works to foster a sense of 



neighborhood pride, promote a safe, clean, and fun community, and improve the 
quality of life for all its residents. 
 
San Francisco Apartment Owners Association – Since 1917, the nonprofit 
organization has kept San Francisco housing owners informed about how to 
manage their property, helping owners protect the value of their investment. 
 
Small Property Owners Association  – The diverse grassroots organization 
promotes fairness for small property owners and sensible housing policy for the 
city. Members come from all neighborhoods, walks-of-life, religions and 
ethnicities, and are united in the common goal of restoring and protecting the 
rights of small property owners in the City.
